The presentation aims to show how to determine the gaps in Local Government's decision-making
processes. It also guides LGUs in identifying entry points of Disaster Risk Reduction (DRR) and
Climate Change Adaptation (CCA) in existing local planning processes. provide the overview of the
Risk Sensitive Comprehensive Land Use and Development Planning (RSCLUDP) Model to lead and
capacitate users on how to prepare City/Municipality Risk-Sensitive Comprehensive Land Use
Plans. The Model also provides step-by-step procedures on how to prepare Risk-Sensitive Zoning
Ordinance: Risk-Sensilive Comprehensive Development Plan consisting of Risk-Sensitive Sectoral
Programs, Projects and Activities (PPAs); and corresponding Local Development Investment Plan
(LDIP), Annual Investment Plan (AIP) and Budgel to address the limited literature available for
promoting the concept of integrating LDRRMP and LCCAP before mainstreaming it into the
Comprehensive Land Use Plan (CLUP) and Comprehensive Development Plan (CDP) in the
Philippines context.
