A. Completion of the second semester AY 2019-2020 

 
1. Clearance processing 

 Student with outstanding financial obligations are required to 
accomplish the online Survey on Payment Options and Appointment 
Scheduler.  The online survey will be released on Friday June 5, 2020. 

 The School will offer the following payment options: 
o Online bank payment 
o Bank deposit 
o Onsite with the School Cashier 

 Students with accountabilities with the Library are required to 
accomplish the Appointment Scheduler, to determine schedule to 
settle these items with the School Librarian.  The online survey will be 
released on Friday June 5, 2020. 

 Any onsite appointment will observe the health and safety protocols 
related to COVID-19. 
 

2. Release of grades 

 There will be no classcards to be given for this semester.  Instead,     
E-grades will be sent to your email by June 30, 2020.
